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Reflections from the Rabbi

I was so thrilled to be honored on April 3rd with an ACLU award for religious
leadership. More thrilling, however, was having three full tables of Congregation
Beth El members there to cheer me on. (And in the case of Shari and Dave
Jacobson, to also win an award for Citizen Journalism!) Having such a large
presence also signaled something to all the other people who were there: we are a
congregation of people who are committed to the Jewish values of social justice.
For those who were not able to make it, [ wanted to share a slightly expanded
version of the remarks I made that night:

Thank you to the Central Susquehanna chapter of the ACLU, not only for
this honor, but for continuing to uphold the very American tradition of defending
the rights of our citizens, even when it means taking difficult or unpopular stands.
Being a religious leader is always more effective and fun when you are doing it
with a community, so I am also grateful to the members of Congregation Beth El
who support and encourage, as well as accompany me, in the work I do.

Many people assume that in Central Pennsylvania, it will be hard to find allies in
the work of social justice, but I am privileged to be part of a strong community of
proactive clergy and lay-people, committed to the values of justice and radical
acceptance, as taught by our respective traditions.

I am honored to represent the voice of liberal religious viewpoints. By
liberal, I am referring less to politics than to an approach to religious identity that
focuses on egalitarianism in our leadership and communities, and an emphasis on
interfaith respect and cooperation. In the US, in the last 30 or 40 years, the
religious voices heard in the public square are, more often than not, parochial and
evangelical. To put it another way: conservative and biased towards an orthodox
model of religious ideology—our way is best, the rest of you are wrong and/or a
threat.

I think this is indicative of a number of things. One is a misunderstanding of
what the Constitution means by “separation of church and state.” It is a phrase
that has come to be used so broadly that even when used correctly it comes off as
a threat; and in places like North Carolina and Mississippi, is being used to
justify discrimination. Another reason is what a professor of mine used to call the
“moral high road.” Many of us are reluctant to defend our beliefs publicly when
their defense calls for inflammatory speech or actions. We shy away from the
“crusader” model, opting for more reasoned, quieter, and less provocative
methods. In turn, only those who yell the loudest, and say the most outrageous
things, are heard.

This often results in a void of liberal religious voices in the public square,
leaving “religious” to be defined by those representing the more extremist views.
You do not need to be Jewish, or a scholar of modern history, to know how
dangerous a rhetoric of intolerance, religious censorship, and bigotry can be.
Religious leadership means not allowing those voices to speak for us. There is an
important place for the liberal religious voice in the public square and we can’t be
afraid to raise it.

A number of
people have been working on the Spring Bazaar: A Community Yard Sale. Edye
Newman and Sharon Simone have taken the lead in organizing this, along with
Mike Glazer. I will sadly be missing this event, as I will be in California
celebrating my son's wedding. But some of my kitchen goods will attend!

Our major fundraiser, Kaleidoscope: An Extravaganza of Israeli Dance and Food
has been organized by Roger Hoffman. A team of people led by Betsy

Marateck is working hard on publicity, ticket sales, and all the tasks associated
with making this a great event. As of this writing we are seeking sponsors so as to
make this family event as attractively priced as possible. I am grateful to all of our
Board for their advice and hard work, and I am sure you won't want to miss this!

I'm also so grateful for and proud of our amazing Rabbi, who was honored by the
ACLU for her work in social justice. At the same event Dave and Shari Jacobson
were also recognized. Social justice is a recurring theme for any Jewish
community, and we are fortunate to have such able leadership. On a similar note,
Edye Newman, our Vice President, has taken the lead in our new Tikkun Olam
committee, connecting us to a variety of community service projects.

Honestly, there's more. I'm out of room, though! So, please come to the
Congregational meeting on June 22 at 7:00 pm to recognize the hard work of the
Board, and vote for new Board members.
