According to the ancient Kabbalists, one should stay up all night 
studying on the eve of Shavuot in order to prepare your heart for 
your own acceptance of the commandments. In our version of this, 
we will be having the last of our programs about Israel with the 
showing of the award-winning documentary: “The Gatekeepers.” In 
the film, the living retired directors of Israel’s secret service reflect 
on their legacies and the changing role of the military in 
contemporary Israel. 
 
On July 11, I will be traveling to Israel with a mission of 
Reconstructionist rabbis to meet with politicians and community 
groups who are working on issues of pluralism and civic equality in 
the country, as well as peacemakers. I look forward to sharing my 
experiences with everyone on my return.

Mild-flavored tuna gets an extra helping of flavor with a  
topping made from tangy lemon juice and zippy anchovy 
paste.

Prep Time: 5 min  
Ready Time: 5 min 

S E R V I N G S  

4 servings 
I N G R E D I E N T S  

4 tablespoons butter, softened 
1/2 teaspoon Roland® anchovy paste 
1 teaspoon lemon juice 
1 tablespoon fresh parsley, chopped 
Salt 
Freshly ground black pepper 
4 tuna steaks, about 1-inch thick 
1 tablespoon cooking oil 
 
Light grill or heat broiler. In small bowl, combine butter,  
anchovy paste, lemon juice, parsley and a pinch of salt and 
pepper.
